With our increasingly technological work environments it is easier than ever to slip into wasteful habits where en-
ergy is concerned. Figures show a reduction in energy consumption over the last few years (see figure 1), but since
March 2008 there has been an increase again and scariest of all we spent over £2000 on electricity during the sum-
mer holidays when the school was scarcely occupied.
